This year is stacking 

up to be one with a 

lot of opportunities. 

Several weeks ago, 

HOA arranged a 

Town Hall meeting 

with TVA 

representatives 

concerning the sand 

baskets being installed on the Ft. 

Loudoun and Tellico Dams. We wanted 

to work quickly because of the growing 

concerns regarding highway safety from 

many Village residents and uncertainty 

regarding flooding. Attendees at the 

forum were given an opportunity to 

understand the TVAôs rational for this 

project. While most agreed the TVA 

must protect dams and downstream 

plants, there was and still is much 

disagreement with the validity of the 

TVA weather scenario used to project 

this level of flooding. There was also 

disagreement that sand baskets are the 

correct temporary solution. The good 

news is, the TVA is agreeable to 

keeping communications open, 

including the potential to influence the 

permanent solution. HOA will be 

working in the coming year to influence 

that final solution.  

This spring both Loudon and Monroe 

counties will be holding primary 

general elections. HOA will host a Meet 

the Candidates forum for Loudon 

County on April 8 at the Yacht Club at 

7 p.m. Please take advantage of this 

opportunity to meet, hear and question 

the candidates prior to the elections. 

The date for the Meet the Candidates 

forum for Monroe County is yet to be 

determined.  

The HOA is all about representing the 

Tellico Village homeowner and to do 

that we need to hear from you. We are 

constantly working to improve the 

communications process.  Specifically, 

we want to take advantage of the speed 

of electronic communicationsï this is a 

great way to get important, significant 

information to you almost instantly.

HOA General Meeting. The 

meeting is scheduled for 7 p.m. at 

the Yacht Club and includes updates 

from the HOA Board, and the Fire 

Department, T-Bart, and Loudon 

County Commissioner Don Miller. 

Cronan, UTôs Womenôs Athletic 

Director, heads one of the most 

triumphant collegiate programs in 

the nationða program that 

distinguishes itself from its 

counterparts because of superiority 

on the field of competition and 

within the classroom. Under her 

vision and direction, the University 

of Tennessee Lady Vols have 

garnered a reputation as one of the 

most visible and respected programs 

in the nation. 

When we think of the Lady Vols, 

we first think of Pat Summitôs 

basketball successesðand maybe 

we think of UTôs outstanding 

womenôs softball team. But all 11 

Lady Vols are successful, from 

swimming to golf to rowing. The 

program has produced outstanding 

athletes, including Olympic gold 

medal winners Benita Fitzgerald 

Mosley (100 meter hurdles ô84) and 

basketball players Bridgette Gordon 

(ô88) and Cindy Noble Hauserman 

(ô84). 

UTôs successes in both the athletic 

and academic realms speak volumes 

to Cronanôs decision-making and 

leadership ability. Now entering her 

27th year at Tennessee, her efforts 

in facilitating the operation of a first 

class program have resulted in top 

two finishes in the Southeastern 

Conferenceôs Womenôs All-Sport 

Award for five of the past six years, 

including three first-place finishes. 

In three of the past four years, all 11 

Lady Vol teams participated in 

postseason play. The UT womenôs 

athletics department achieved a 

seventh place finish in the 2007 

Directorôs Cup ï Tennesseeôs 

highest finish ever. She strives not 

only to keep UT as one of the 

premier womenôs athletics 

departments in the nation but also to 

improve womenôs athletics on a 

local, regional, and national level. 

Cronan joined UT from the College 

of Charleston in South Carolina, 

where she served as the athletics 

director for 10 years and was later 

inducted into that institutionôs hall 

of fame. As a former coach, Cronan 

served a two-year stint at Tennessee 

from 1968 to 1970. A graduate of 

LSU, Cronan 

earned her B.S. 

in 1966 and her 

M.S. in 1968, 

both in physical 

education.

I  
n all my HOA Board 

responsibilities I have found 

myself spending many hours 

on line, forwarding documents as 

well as sending new ones. I also 

have noticed that I receive many e-

mails which would have been better 

had they been sent blind copied. 

What does this mean? It means that 

when you send an e-mail to more 

than one person, the only name that 

appears on the copy the recipient 

gets shows only your name and 

their name.  

Hereôs how to do it: 

In the 1st line where it says To: 

put your name. 

Leave the CC: line emptyð 

Put the recipients names on the 

line that says BC: 

You will receive a copy with only 

your name as well. 

The second problem I have seen 

happens when you are forwarding a 

message you receive from another 

person, which you then decide to 

send to someone else. If you 

forward it without deleting all the 

other names that are on your copy, 

everyone who gets it also knows 

who else was sent the message.  

This really is a privacy issue.  To 

remove the other names: 

Press forward.  After pressing 

forward, new window comes up 

in which you insert the addresses 

as described above. 

Scroll down on the body of the 

message, highlighting all the 

names and whatever else needs to 

be removed. 

Push delete and they disappear. 

Also if you want to personalize the 

message, you can type what you 

want before sending it.
